Washtenaw Community College offers programs at several levels for students who want to begin new careers, or advance in their 
existing careers. The first level is the certificate, which can vary from nine to thirty-six credits, depending on the field. Certificates 
generally prepare students for entry-level jobs. 

After completing a certificate, students can progress to the next level, the advanced certificate. The credit hours required for these 
programs also vary. This type of certificate provides a more specialized level of skill development, and often allows students to 
upgrade their positions at their places of employment. 

The next level, an Associate in Applied Science, is available for some programs. For some career fields, it is possible to earn a 
certificate, an advanced certificate, and an Associate in Applied Science degree in the same field. In these cases, the credit hours 
from the certificate and advanced certificate can be applied to the credit hours needed for the Associate in Applied Science degree. 

Alternatively, students can earn an AAS in Occupational Studies by completing a certificate, an advanced certificate and General

Students will require college-level reading and writing skills. In the course of the program 
they will achieve a minimum of academiC math level 3 skills. 

We anticipate that the enrollment in this program will be 30- 40 students during the first 
year. This program may appropriately draw students away from the Health Care 
Foundations Certificate program. 

As educational policies and practices have changed, we have identified a fairly significant 
population of under-served students. These individuals are working toward a career in 
Nursing or other health sciences. J\s an institution that is committed to providing our 
community with the education they need for successful transfer, we are developing 
this healthcare preparation program. 

l\fany students contact \VCC in an effort to enter a nursing program, either on WCC's 
campus or at another institution. \Vhile some of the students already hold a 
baccalaureate degree, they do not have the foundation in science and math necessary 
to be successful. Since the \'VCC Nursing program currently has a waitlist of 2-2 1/z 

years, students are opting for other alternatives while they wait to be admitted to this 
or other nursing programs. This program provides an appropriate program of study 
that will be suitable for either completion of an AAS degree in Nursing or for transfer 
to a BSN program. 

This program will achieve several institutional goals. 
1. It will allow students who wish to prepare for a nursing or other health science 

program with a legitimate transfer track program. 
2. It will provide a mechanism for \VCC students who are on the waitlist for a health 

care program to be completely prepared for then career programs. 
3. It will increase our enrollment 111 science and possibly math courses. 
4. It will increase the associate rate.

Find your place in the growing field of health care. The School of Nursing and Health Sciences provides a variety of programs 
designed to prepare the student for entry-level positions in dental assisting, pharmacy technology, physical therapist assistant, 
radiography, nursing assistant or professional nursing. The health care foundations certificate provides a starting point for 
prospective nursing and health science students or provides the general education courses to move from completion of a certificate 
program into an associate degree program. 

Washtenaw Community College offers programs at several levels for students who want to begin new careers, or advance in their 
existing careers. The first level is the certificate, which can vary from nine to thirty-six credits, depending on the field. Certificates 
generally prepare students for entry-level jobs. 

After completing a certificate, students can progress to the next level, the advanced certificate. The credit hours required for these 
programs also vary. This type of certificate provides a more specialized level of skill development, and often allows students to 
upgrade their positions at their places of employment. 

The next level, an Associate in Applied Science, is available for some programs. For some career fields, it is possible to earn a 
certificate, advanced certificate, and an Associate in Applied Science degree in the same field. In these cases, the credit hours from 
the certificate and advanced certificate can be applied to the credit hours needed for the Associate in Applied Science degree. 

Alternatively, students can earn an AAS in Occupational Studies by completing a certificate, advanced certificate and General 
Education requirements.
