This program provides career training as an auto body repair technician. Auto body repairers are the
workers who straighten bent frames, remove dents, and replace damaged parts that are beyond
repair. Usually they can fix all types of vehicles, but most repairers work mainly on cars and small
trucks. They receive instruction from their supervisors who have determined which parts are to be
restored or replaced and how much time the job should take. They use special machines to align
damaged frames and body sections, and tools such as a pneumatic metal-cutting gun, acetylene
torch, welding equipment, hydraulic jack, hand prying bar, and pneumatic hammer. They also do
filling of dents with plastic or solder, then file, grind, smooth and shape for painting.
