A. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
This certificate program will prepare individuals to compete effectively for entry level jobs in the broad
range of careers in the construction industry. With a basic understanding of building systems, tool and
equipment use, materials and processes, graduates will obtain employment in the homebuilding and
remodelling industries that are currently experiencing a profound shortage of qualified employees. In
addition, the transferable skills acquired in this program will prepare individuals to enter employment in a
wide range jobs requiring knowledge of building systems. These include material suppliers, regional
product representatives and the inspection industries. Acquiring these skills will improve applicant
chances of selection for apprenticeships available in the building industries and building trades.

B. PROGRAM GOALS
The certificate in construction technology is designed to provide students with income-producing skills that
will help them obtain and keep jobs in the broad field of building construction. Graduates will acquire basic
skills in foundations, frame construction, roofing and exterior coverings, door and window installation,
drywall installation, flooring and trimwork and a perspective on the interactions among all facets of building

systems.

C. NEEDS ASSESSMENT

e Information about employment trends from the Michigan Occupational Information System (MOIS)
suggests that employment opportunities for construction laborers in Michigan will grow about as fast
as average for all occupations through the year 2005, with a projected 270 openings expected
annually (80 due to growth and 190 due to replacement). Employment for construction inspectors
nationwide is expected to increase about as fast as the average through 2006. In Michigan,
employment should grow faster than average through 2005, with a projected 100 openings expected
annually (50 due to growth, and 50 due to replacement). Better than average growth is predicted for
the short term due to recent increases in new residential and non-residential construction.

e Information from MOIS suggests that graduates of this program who work as unionized construction
laborers can expect to eam between $24.39 and $25.87 an hour in the Detroit area. Those who
become construction inspectors can expect to eam between $23,400 and $60,500 in Michigan,
depending on experience and level of responsibility. Advanced training and experience can lead to a
higher paying supervisory position.

D. ENROLLMENT PROJECTIONS

Class capacity of 15 students for Contruction | is expected for Fall 1999. Retention for successive terms

is expected to remain near capacity. Adroit scheduling of the Construction Laboratory and the addition of

a lab instructor in the ensuing terms will enable the department to serve all levels of competence

simultaneously. It is projected that 30 graduates will complete the program by the fifth semester of

operation.

The activity level in the building industry is expected to rise only slightly seasonally and stabilize at the

present level over the next three to five years. If interest rates remain at the current levels, new housing

starts will be sustained. Currently and for the next three years the level of activity is expected to remain
unusually high in all aspects of the building industry.
E. PROGRAM COST ANALYSIS

$65,000.00 in start up costs will be required to bring the Construction Laboratory into compliance with the

National Electrical Code, relocate the existing dust control system and purchase class-size quantities of

construction equipment, i.e.: portable power saws, drills, handtools, etc. It should be noted that this

instructional space will continue to be utilized for existing cabinetmaking coursework and an array of new
non-credit programs in currently in development.

$2000.00 per semester will be required for consumable supplies and materials.

$25,000,00 per year will be required for a half-time Lab Instructor, totalling an estimated first year start up

cost of $92,000.00. Equipment replacement cost is anticipated at $750.00 per semester after the first

year of operation. itis expected that Part-time Faculty will staff this program.

F. COURSE DESCRIPTIONS
CON | CON | Construction |

'"U'This course includes an introduction to construction site safety covering portable equipment, scaffolding,
personal safety and material handling. Students will be introduced to the basics of residential blueprints,
sketching and shop drawings using a systems approach that includes foundations, framing, interior and
exterior systems and roof systems. Students begin to develop a professional vocabulary using
appropriate technical terminology in order to communicate effectively with jobsite and construction office
personnel. After demonstrating competencies in measurement and layout plus the safe use of portable

equipment, students will develop basic construction skills constructing team projects involving foundation
systems, floor, wall, and roof framing.

c o\ I%8oN 1l Construction I
This is a continuation of Construction I. After demonstrating sufficient skills and understanding of safe
tools and equipment use, the students will team up to develop skills that include installation of floor
covering systems, door and window installation, drywall installation, exterior wall covering systems, and

roofing systems application. Tear down and demolition processes are important elements of this course.

(6N 32 'CON Il Construction I
This course covers the broad range of common construction materials, including recent technological
developments in structural support, sound control, insulation and exterior coverings. Students will be
introduced to basic concepts of estimating and a further study of residential and light commercial
printreading. Further development of technical vocabulary skills are included.

¢ p)VPEON IV Construction IV
This course introduces the student to basic concepts of project management, including a further study of
estimating and bid preparation, scheduling basics, jobsite management concepts, and an introduction to
building codes.

CON 174 Co-op Education |

in this course the student gains skills from a new experience in an approved, compensated position
related to the chosen field of study. Together with the instructor and employer, the student sets up work
assignments and leaming objectives to connect classroom leaming with career-related work experience.
This is the first of two possible Co-op experiences.

CON 199 On the Job Training
On the job training provides actively employed students in building construction an opportunity to eam
credit for experiences that may not be available through the College’s regular programming.

G. ANALYSIS OF AFFECTED INSTRUCTIONAL UNITS
This certificate program is designed to provide entry-level job skills in building construction. It is expected
that as the graduates acquire more time on the job, they will determine that both career and pay
advancement will require additional specialized skill development. Graduates may decide to continue their
education in pursuit of an Associates Degree in Construction Management. The College also has a
complimentary array of advanced programming in Architecture and Business Administration that will be of
interest to the graduate of the Construction Technology Certificate Program.

H. ARTICULATIONS
Current articulation agreements with the Public School System will continue in place. Those students
who successfully complete two semesters of coursework in the Homebuilding Industries Programs in area
High Schools and are recommended by their instructors will receive articulated credit for CONI -
Construction | and CON Il - Construction Il.

The College provides opportunities for individuals to prepare for the Builder's Licensing Examination four
times each calendar year. Accreditation of Construction Programming is limited to Associate and
Baccalauréate level programming.

CONSTRUCTION I PREREQUISITES: NONE

5 CREDITS- 8 CONTACT HOURS

THIS COURSE INCLUDES AN INTRODUCTION TO CONSTRUCTION SITE SAFETY COVERING
PORTABLE EQUIPMENT, SCAFF OLDING, PERSONAL SAFETY AND MATERIAL HANDLING.
STUDENTS WILL BE INTRODUCED TO THE BASICS OF RESIDENTIAL BLUEPRINTS,
SKETCHING AND SHOP DRAWINGS USING A SYSTEMS APPROACH THAT INCLUDES
FOUNDATIONS, FRAMING, INTERIOR AND EXTERIOR SYSTEMS AND ROOF SYSTEMS.
STUDENTS BEGIN TO DEVELOP A PROFESSIONAL VOCABULARY USING APPROPRIATE
TECHNICAL TERMINOLOGY IN ORDER TO COMMUNICATE EFFECTIVELY WITH JOBSITE
AND CONSTRUCTION OFFICE PERSONNEL. AFTER DEMONSTRATING COMPETENCIES IN
MEASUREMENT AND LAYOUT PLUS THE SAFE USE OF PORTABLE EQUIPMENT, STUDENTS
WILL DEVELOP BASIC CONSTRUCTION SKILLS CONSTRUCTING TEAM PROJECTS
INVOLVING FOUNDATION SYSTEMS, FLOOR, WALL AND ROOF FRAMING.

4 HOURS LECTURE AND 4 HOURS LABORATORY.

CONSTRUCTION II PREREQUISITES: CON10R CONSENT

5 CREDITS- 8 CONTACT HOURS

THIS IS A CONTINUATION OF CONSTRUCTION II. AFTER DEMONSTRATING SUFFICIENT
SKILLS AND UNDERSTANDING OF SAFE TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT USE, THE STUDENTS
WILL TEAM UP TO DEVELOP SKILLS THAT INCLUDE INSTALLATION OF FLOOR COVERING
SYSTEMS, DOOR AND WINDOW INSTALLATION, DRYWALL INSTALLATION, EXTERIOR
WALL COVERING SYSTEMS AND ROOFING SYSTEMS APPLICATION. TEAR DOWN AND
DEMOLITION ARE IMPORTANT ELEMENTS OF THIS COURSE. 4 HOURS LECTURE AND 4
HOURS LABORATORY.

CONSTRUCTION I _PREREQUISITE: -CON I AND 11 OR CONSENT

4 CREDITS-4 CONTACT HOURS

THIS COURSE COVERS THE BROAD RANGE OF COMMON CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS
INCLUDING RECENT TECHNOLOGICAL DEVELOPMENTS IN STRUCTURAL SUPPORT,
SOUND CONTROL, INSULATION AND EXTERIOR COVERINGS. STUDENTS WILL BE
INTRODUCED TO BASIC CONCEPTS OF ESTIMATING AND A FURTHER STUDY OF
RESIDENTIAL AND LIGHT COMMERCIAL PRINTREADING. FURTHER DEVELOPMENT OF
TECHNICAL VOCABULARY SKILLS ARE INCLUDED.

4 HOURS LECTURE.

CONSTRUCTION IV - PREREQ: CON L, II, AND Il OR CONSENT

4 CREDITS—4 CONTACT HOURS

THIS COURSE INTRODUCES THE STUDENT TO BASIC CONCEPTS OF PROJECT
MANAGEMENT INCLUDING A FURTHER STUDY OF ESTIMATING AND BID PREPARATION,
SCHEDULING BASICS, JOBSITE MANAGEMENT CONCEPTS AND AN INTRODUCTION TO
BUILDING CODES. 4 HOURS LECTURE.

STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE A TWO CREDIT CON 174 OR CON 199, CO-OP OR
INTERNSHIP IN THE SPRING/ SUMMER TERM.
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
