The traditional technology and craft of photography is culturally significant as it
connects students with image construction methods that differ significantly
from digital imaging. The courses included in this smaller certificate offer
specialization, depth of proficiencies and appreciation for film-based imagery
that is valued for four-year art school transfers and prospective employers.
