3 points =Average work done with few flaws and some help from instructor. Follows most safety requirements 
2 points = Either below average work or average work done with substantial help from instructor. Meets minimal safety 
requirements 
1 point= Failed to complete the task or finish product not to code or student doesn't follow safety requirements
