Minutes from meeting of 9/21 were approved.
Announcements
1. On 9/19/17, the Board of Trustees approved a proposal to align WCC’s General Education requirements with the Michigan Transfer Agreement for AA and AS degrees. Michelle and Joy described to the committee the extensive process that the committee went through to gather input from faculty on the proposed change. The committee consisted of the Interim Vice President for Instruction, the Curriculum Committee Chair, the Assessment Committee Chair, the Deans of both Arts & Sciences and Business & Computer Technologies Divisions and the Director of Curriculum and Assessment. The group met almost weekly and reviewed faculty input from a town hall meeting, two divisional and one full-faculty survey, in addition to multiple individual conversations. The Vice President for Instruction put forward the recommendation that we revise our general education requirements to use the MTA requirements.

1. ASV 130 Automotive Maintenance (3YR) – recommend for approval with provisos that course description be modified to better reflect the skills being performed, outcome #3 is modified, and assessment for outcome #2 is possibly modified.
2. BMG 226 Transportation and Logistics (3YR) – recommend for approval. Well done!

3. ENG 111 Composition I (3YR) – recommend for approval. Outcomes and assessment tools were good. Please change number of students to be assessed from “random sections from all students” to “random selections from all students.”

4. MTH 160 Basic Statistics (3YR) – recommend for approval. Well-prepared, great job!

5. MTH 167 – recommend for approval with proviso that we add “a minimum of one full section” to the number of students to be assessed.

6. MTH 169 Intermediate Algebra (3YR) – recommend for approval with proviso that standard of success is modified to remove “earning a C or better.”
7. NUR 132 Nursing of the Childbearing Family – Clinical Practice (3YR) – recommend for approval.
8. PLS 241 Guns, God and Ganja: U.S. Federalism (3YR) – recommend for approval.

Please identify an appropriate assessment tool for outcomes #2 and #3 and modify the action plan to include these revisions/additions, and also specify the outcome for which the assessment tool mentioned in the action plan will be modified. Please note that a rubric is needed to assess across all sections, and try to assess sooner next time.
